DUFOUR DIES AT AGE 94

Howard R. DuFour, an enthusiastic friend of aviatamd
an expert on Wilbur and Orville Wright's mechanic
Charlie Taylor, died Dec. 13, 2009. His gravesidamo-
rial service was held four days later, Dec. 17 ahmiver-
sary of the Wrights’ first flight.

ATI honored DuFour with its Trailblazer Award in Alp
2006 for his many contributions to engineering and
aviation, especially in the Miami Valley community.
His birthplace was Connersville, Ind.

Those contributions included authoring, with Pétait,
the definitive biography of TayloCharles E. Taylor, The
Wright Brothers’ Mechanicianyhich established him as
the authority on Taylor whom he lectured on arotired
country.

A retired master machinist from Monsanto, DuFous &3
designer and equipper of the first instrument shamed
in his honor, at Wright State University’s engiriagr
school, which awarded him an Honorary Engineering
Certificate.

A natural organizer, DuFour led the volunteers Whilt a
full-sized replica of the Wright's 1903 Flyer tHangs in
the atrium of the Paul Laurence Dunbar Library aigit

State, and three Wright gliders.

In his earlier year, DuFour was a contributor ie 1#940s
to defense projects locally at Wright-PattersonFarce

Base, Frigidaire Gun Plant, and Mound Laboratcaies;,
in Chicago, to the Manhattan Project. For thatgubhe

developed a quartz fiber balance for measuringanicr

amounts of plutonium.

He is greatly missed.
